Introduction

This document aims to explain the levels of provision available to pupils in our school.
These are described as follows:

e Universal: Inclusive, high quality teaching approaches
e Targeted: School support for pupils with identified needs

e Specialised: Intervention and support that requires external specialist service
input and co-ordination

Aim of the Provision

Through high quality Teaching, Learning and Assessment we aim to deliver:

e Highly focused lesson design with sharp objectives

e High demands of pupil involvement and engagement with their learning
e High levels of interaction and learning through dialogue

e Appropriate use of teacher questioning, modelling and explaining

e An expectation that pupils will accept responsibility for their own learning and be
able to work independently

e Regular use of encouragement and authentic praise to engage and motivate
pupils

e Provision that is closely matched to the child’s individual needs
e Time bonded intervention that has clear objectives and identified outcomes

e Effective systems of monitoring to track children’s progress and development,
responding quickly to children who are not making progress

e (Good quality interventions that are tried and tested, and train our staff to deliver
these to the highest possible level

e (Good communication with parents about the impact of any interventions their
child has received
